Meditation Verse – Psalm 116: 5-7
Psalms 116:5 - 7 (ESV)   5 Gracious is the Lord, and righteous; our God is merciful.   6 The Lord preserves the simple; when I was brought low, he saved me. 7 Return, O my soul, to your rest; for the Lord has dealt bountifully with you.
Call to Worship – Isaiah 12:1-6
Isaiah 12:1 - 6 (ESV) 

LEADER:   1 You£ will say in that day: “I will give thanks to you, O Lord, for though you were angry with me, your anger turned away, that you might comfort me. 

PEOPLE:   2 “Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust, and will not be afraid; for the Lord God£ is my strength and my song, and he has become my salvation.” 

LEADER:   3  With joy you£ will draw water from the wells of salvation.  4And you will say in that day: “Give thanks to the Lord, call upon his name, make known his deeds among the peoples, proclaim that his name is exalted. 

PEOPLE:   5 “Sing praises to the Lord, for he has done gloriously; let this be made known£ in all the earth. 6    Shout, and sing for joy, O inhabitant of Zion, for great in your£ midst is the Holy One of Israel.” 

RESPONSIVE READING – Psalm 25
LEADER:  "Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed up;" 
PEOPLE:  Forgive us Lord for the way we have failed to love others. Forgive our unkindness, jealousy, and bragging about our own achievements.   
LEADER:  "Love does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil;" 
PEOPLE:  Forgive us Lord for the way we have loved ourselves and blinded ourselves to the needs of others.  Forgive us for being rude, self-centered, easily angered, and evil-thinking. 
LEADER:  "Love does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;
PEOPLE:  Forgive us Lord for the way we have found comfort in sin.  Forgive us for encouraging others in sin, and failing to show them your ways. 
LEADER:  "Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things."

PEOPLE:  Forgive us Lord for the way we quit in the face of conflict.  Forgive our quickness to judge. 
LEADER:  "Love never fails." 
PEOPLE:  Your love never fails. We plead Your forgiveness through the precious blood of Jesus Christ. Cleanse us through His sacrifice.  Take away our sin and teach us to love. Help us to show a Christ-like love to others. 
Assurance of Pardoning Grace – I John 3:1-3: 
1 John 3:1 - 3 (ESV) 1See what kind of love the Father has given to us, that we should be called children of God; and so we are. The reason why the world does not know us is that it did not know him.  2Beloved, we are God’s children now, and what we will be has not yet appeared; but we know that when he appears£ we shall be like him, because we shall see him as he is.  3And everyone who thus hopes in him purifies himself as he is pure.
