Meditation Verse – Psalm 73:24-26  
You guide me with your counsel, and afterward you will receive me to glory. Whom have I in heaven but you? And there is nothing on earth that I desire besides you. My flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the strength of my heart and my portion forever.
Call to Worship – Isaiah 43

LEADER: But now thus says the Lord, he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O Israel: “Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by name, you are mine.

PEOPLE: When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and through the rivers, they shall not overwhelm you; when you walk through fire you shall not be burned, and the flame shall not consume you.

LEADER: For I am the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior. I give Egypt as your ransom, Cush and Seba in exchange for you.

PEOPLE: Because you are precious in my eyes, and honored, and I love you, I give men in return for you, peoples in exchange for your life.

ALL: Fear not, for I am with you;
RESPONSIVE READING – Psalm 25
LEADER: To you, O Lord, I lift up my soul.

PEOPLE: O my God, in you I trust; let me not be put to shame; let not my enemies exult over me.

LEADER Indeed, none who wait for you shall be put to shame; they shall be ashamed who are wantonly treacherous.

PEOPLE:  Make me to know your ways, O Lord; teach me your paths.

LEADER Lead me in your truth and teach me, for you are the God of my salvation; for you I wait all the day long.

PEOPLE: Remember your mercy, O Lord, and your steadfast love, for they have been from of old.

LEADER Remember not the sins of my youth or my transgressions; according to your steadfast love remember me, for the sake of your goodness, O Lord!

PEOPLE: Good and upright is the Lord; therefore he instructs sinners in the way. 

LEADER He leads the humble in what is right, and teaches the humble his way.

PEOPLE: All the paths of the Lord are steadfast love and faithfulness, for those who keep his covenant and his testimonies.

LEADER For your name's sake, O Lord, pardon my guilt, for it is great.

PEOPLE: Who is the man who fears the Lord? Him will he instruct in the way that he should choose.

LEADER His soul shall abide in well-being, and his offspring shall inherit the land.

PEOPLE: The friendship of the Lord is for those who fear him, and he makes known to them his covenant.

LEADER My eyes are ever toward the Lord, for he will pluck my feet out of the net.

PEOPLE:  Turn to me and be gracious to me, for I am lonely and afflicted.

LEADER The troubles of my heart are enlarged; bring me out of my distresses.

PEOPLE: Consider my affliction and my trouble, and forgive all my sins.

LEADER Consider how many are my foes, and with what violent hatred they hate me.

PEOPLE: Oh, guard my soul, and deliver me! Let me not be put to shame, for I take refuge in you.

LEADER May integrity and uprightness preserve me, for I wait for you.

PEOPLE: Redeem Israel, O God, out of all his troubles.

Assurance of Pardoning Grace – Romans 8:1-2: There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the law of the Spirit of life has set you free in Christ Jesus from the law of sin and death.
